GospelJN 1:35-42 

 

John was standing with two of his disciples, and as he watched Jesus walk by, he said, "Behold, the Lamb of God." 

The two disciples heard what he said and followed Jesus. Jesus turned and saw them following him and said to them, 

"What are you looking for?" They said to him, "Rabbi" (which translated means Teacher), 

"where are you staying?" He said to them, "Come, and you will see." So they went and saw where he was staying, and 

they stayed with him that day. It was about four in the afternoon. Andrew, the brother of Simon Peter, was one of the 

two who heard John and followed Jesus. He first found his own brother Simon and told him, "We have found the 

Messiah," which is translated Christ. Then he brought him to Jesus. Jesus looked at him and said, "You are Simon the 

son of John; you will be called Cephas," which is translated Peter. 

 

Reflection: 

In today’s gospel Jesus invites the disciple john “come and you will see” Andrew would have tried the spectacles of 

Jesus the whole day and night when he stayed with Jesus. So Andrew is able to see a messiah in Jesus who appeared 

earlier only as Rabbi. Peter is nothing new to Andrew as they were born and bred in the same family, but now he is 

able to see in peter a disciple. We too can see as Jesus sees, but not by using the eyeglasses of Jesus. John the 

evangelist teaches the technique- the person who acts in righteousness become righteous. This means by doing 

righteous acts one can becomes righteous. This means that by imitating the acts of Jesus described in the Bible one 

can develop the sight of Jesus. With this then one can see the world as Jesus sees and feel for others as Jesus feels.
